Ø Are you licensed? 
Ø Are you insured? 
Ø Are you bonded? 
Ø Do you carry workers compensation insurance? 
Ø How many years have you been in the roofing business? 
Ø Who can I call as references? 
Ø Where can I see some samples of your work? 
Ø How long do you warrant your work? 
Ø Do you provide a written warranty? 
Ø Who do you bank with? 
Ø Can I call your bank for a credit reference?
